Highly Recommended - Foppiano Petite Sirah 2000, about
$19.  Louis Foppiano, like his father before him, has done
more to enhance the reputation of Petite Sirah than any
other winemakers.  They have produced Petite Sirah in
Sonoma County longer than anyone else (the winery was
founded in 1896) and have contributed more than anyone

to make the grape known worldwide.

Although Foppiano produces other red wines they have long been
known for their Petite Sirah.  The reputation is warranted.  Their
wines are always well structured with layers of full bodied flavors of
berries and cherries, with undertones of pepper.

They are the most well known maker of Petite Sirah worldwide with
distribution to all 50 states and many foriegn countries.  This vintage
2000 wine has strong fruit flavors and can be laid down for many
years.  Drinkable now, but let it open by decanting and let it breathe
for at least an hour.
